MINUTES

Tuesday, October 3, 2023
The October 3, 2023, meeting of the Board Academic Affairs Standing Committee (BAASC) of the Kansas
Board of Regents was called to order by Regent Lane at 9:00 a.m. The meeting was held through Zoom with an

in-person option at the Board office.

Roll call was taken for members and presenters.

Approval of Minutes
Regent Mendoza moved to approve the September 20, 2023, meeting minutes, and Regent Johnston seconded
the motion. The minutes were approved as presented.

Consent Agenda
Jill Arensdorf, David Macey, and Arvin Cruz presented the BS in Criminalistics at FHSU for approval. This is

an interdisciplinary degree developed by the Departments of Criminal Justice, Chemistry, Biology, and
Geosciences. Existing courses and faculty will be used, with the exception of creating two new courses, and
most of the program core can be completed entirely online. While there are several similar programs in the state,
the FHSU program differs as its curricular focus is on criminal justice and chemistry, and concentration options
for students include Forensic Chemistry, Forensic Biology, or Crime Mapping and spatial Analysis. Regents
asked clarifying questions about the courses within the program and the rationale for this to be a “stand-alone”
program.

Regent Mendoza moved to place the BS in Criminalistics at FHSU on the November Board consent agenda.
Regent Johnston moved to amend the motion to include that the systemwide transfer Criminal Justice course be
included and that FHSU works with KBOR and TAAC to ensure students do not have to take an additional



course. Regent Mendoza seconded the amended motion. The motion passed unanimously.

Private Postsecondary Report
Crystal Puderbaugh provided the annual Private Postsecondary report. She highlighted the following:
e InFY 2022, there were 126 institutions approved to operate in Kansas; 77 of which were in-state, and
49 were out-of-state
e There was a total of 1,974 approved programs in FY 2022; 249 Doctorate, 553 Master, 357 Bachelor, 95
Associate, and 720 Certificate/Diplomas
e There was a total of 21,273 Kansas students enrolled in approved programs, with the most significant
numbers coming from real estate and insurance pre-licensure training courses, health professions and
related programs, and business, management, marketing, and related support services
e There was a total of 13,448 awards completed in FY 2022; 18 Doctorate, 150 Bachelor, 408 Associate,
and 12,722 Certificate/Diplomas
e Regulation amendments effective February 17, 2023, included financial stability minimum
requirements, clarifying the official termination date used for refund calculations, adding catalog
requirements, and removing some reporting requirements

AY 2022 Performance Reports

Sam Christy-Dangermond provided information on the performance funding process and introduced
institutional representatives who presented their institution’s AY 2022 Performance Reports. Sam reminded the
committee that this is the last year of the current performance report model and agreements, and the following
year, the new model approved by the Board in May will take effect.

Committee members received performance reports from the following seven institutions, each being
recommended to receive 100% of any new legislative funding in July 2024 for which they are eligible based on
achieving the majority of the indicators:

e Barton Community College e Emporia State University
e Fort Hays State University e Kansas State University
e Pittsburg State University e  Washburn University

e  Wichita State University

Institutional representatives summarized their reports, and the Regents asked follow-up questions.

Regent Johnston moved to place the above performance reports as presented to the Board agenda for final
approval later in the academic year, and Regent Mendoza seconded. The motion passed unanimously.

Kansas Registered Teacher Apprenticeship Program Update

Regent Mendoza provided the update. The program is currently in the pilot year with 13 participants in seven
school districts. She noted site visits are currently being performed, and the program offers mentoring for the
apprentices. They are looking to collaborate with additional universities and community colleges. By January 1,
2024, they will roll out a marketing plan for districts which will encourage enrollment in the program. By April
1, 2024, they plan to approve 50 participants at minimum for the second year. The program is a collaboration
between the Kansas State Department of Education, the Kansas Department of Commerce, the Kansas
Department of Labor, and the Kansas Board of Regents.
