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BACKGROUND
The Kansas Core Outcomes Project was initiated in 1999 by the Kansas Council of Instructional Administrators
(KCIA), whose goal was to develop core outcomes and competencies for general education courses at the state’s
colleges and universities.

In June of 2012, the Kansas Board of Regents authorized the Transfer and Articulation Council (TAAC) as the
body responsible for creating structures and processes that facilitate student transfer and degree completion within
Kansas public higher education. TAAC utilized the structure of the faculty led Kansas Core Outcomes Groups to
create additional discipline groups and facilitate annual meetings for articulating common core outcomes for

systemwide transfer.

Discussion opened with
a suggestion (made early in the year) from a JCCC representative to change the word “combinations” in Outcome 4
to “transformations” as that more accurately reflects our course content. It was generally thought that this was a
reasonable suggestion (many institutions indicated that they would approve the amendment). There was some
small discussion of whether the list of outcomes might be shortened at all but it was short-lived.

As far as the next course to discuss it was noted that in skipping a year we (Paul takes the blame) had forgotten
that Elementary and Intermediate Algebra were meant to be discussed this year. It was decided to postpone them
till next year. It was also noted that Statistics was up for review in 2020 as well.

Nominations were opened for College and University Co-Chairs on September 5th. Nominations were closed on
October 4th. Therefore Dr. Timothy Flood and Paul Walcher will continue as the University and College Co-Chairs
respectively.
